Course Description:

The Exercise Evaluation and Improvement Planning
course is designed to improve skills, knowledge, and
capabilities of individuals and organizations involved
in the evaluation of emergency management
exercises.

Course Goal:

The goal of the Exercise Evaluation and
Improvement Planning course is to improve national
preparedness by preparing exercise professionals to
effectively and systematically apply the exercise
evaluation and improvement planning process
consistent with HSEEP.

Course Design:

The Exercise Evaluation and Improvement Planning
course consists of classroom-based lecture, small-
group activities, and a series of exercise-based
activities. Small-group activities and exercise-based
activities will reinforce the concepts taught during
lectures.

Prerequisite:

The following course completions are recommended
prior to this course:
e 1S 0120, An Introduction to Exercises
e 1S 0130, How to be an Exercise Evaluator
e K/L0146: Homeland Security Exercise and
Evaluation Program

Target Audience:

This course is recommended for individuals with
responsibilities in emergency management exercise
evaluation programs, including emergency program
managers, exercise training officers in the public,
private, and non-profit sectors.

Student Stipends:

Student stipend funding will be provided to
reimburse students for the cost of transportation.
Lodging will be provided by NETC. The NETC
provides bus shuttles to and from major airports in
the Washington—Baltimore area for students at no
cost, and a schedule of transportation times is
provided. Incidentals, rental cars, and local
transportation costs are not reimbursable.

Application Deadline:

Participants can apply to EMI courses any time up to
5 weeks before the start of the course. For
participants who apply early, acceptance letters will
be sent 8 weeks prior to the start of the course.
