Attendance Requirements:

Testing and Remediation Policy:

Course Exam (closed book):

¢ Anyone not meeting the 75% final exam for the
course will be given one opportunity for
remediation.

o Students will be given one opportunity to
retake the exam after remediation and will
again have up to 1 hour to complete the
second exam. Remediation, re-testing, and
grading must be completed within 1 hour of the
end of the course.

¢ A second instance of a student not meeting the
minimum exam requirement will result in the
student having to register for a future delivery.
