ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 11C OF THE CODE OF METROPOLITAN DADE COUNTY, FLORIDA; CREATING SECTION 11C-17; REQUIRING DISCLOSURE BY SELLER IN CONTRACT FOR SALE OF REAL ESTATE LOCATED IN FLOOD HAZARD AREAS WITHIN UNINCRRPORATE METROPOLITAN DADE COUNTY; PROVIDING SERVERABILITY, INCLUSION IN THE CODE, AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD O FCOUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF DADE COUNTY, FLORIDA:

Section 1:  Section 11C-17 of the Code of Metropolitan Dade County, Florida, is hereby created as follows:

Sec.  11C-17.  Required disclosure in contracts for sale of real estate.

(a) In any contract for the sale of improved real estate located in unincorporated Metropolitan Dade County which is in a Coastal High Hazard Area, the seller shall include in the contract or a rider to the contract the following disclosure in not less than 10-point bold-faced type:

THIS HOME OR STRUCTURE IS LOCATED IN A COASTAL HIGH HAZARD AREA.  IF THIS HOME OR STRUCTURE IS BELOW THE APPLICABLE FLOOD ELEVATION LEVEL AND IS SUBSTANTIALLY DAMAGED OR SUBSTANTIALLY IMPROVED, AS DEFINED IN CHAPTER 11C OF THE METROPOLITAN DADE COUNTY CODE, IT MAY, AMONG OTHER THINGS, BE REQUIRED TO BE RAISED TO THE APPLICABLE FLOOD ELEVATION LEVEL.

(b) In any contract for the sale of improved real estate located in unincorporated Metropolitan Dade County which is in a Special Flood Hazard Area, the seller shall include in the contract or a rider to the contract the following disclosure in not less than 10-point bold-faced type:

THIS HOME OR STRUCUTRE IS LOCATED IN A SPECIAL FLOOD HAZARD AREA.  IF THIS HOME OR STRUCTURE IS BELOW THE APPLICABLE FLOOD ELEVATION LEVEL AND IS SUBSTANTIALLY DAMAGED OR SUBSTANTIALLY IMPROVED, AS DEFINED IN CHAPTER 11C OF THE METROPOLITAN DADE COUNTY CODE, IT MAY, AMONG OTHER THINGS, BE REQUIRED TO BE RAISED TO THE APPLICABLE FLOOD ELEVATION LEVEL.

Section 2:  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or provision of this ordinance is held invalid, the remainder of this ordinance shall not be affected by such invalidity.

Section 3:  It is the intention of the Board of County Commissioners, and it is hereby ordained that the provisions of this ordinance shall become and be made a part of the Code of Metropolitan Dade County, Florida.  The sections of this ordinance may be renumbered or relettered to accomplish such intention, and the word “ordinance” may be changed to “section,” “article,” or other appropriate word.

Section 4:  This ordinance shall become effective sixty (60) days after the date of enactment.
