To provide funding for immediate response efforts to address threats to life, public health, and safety and to protect improved public and private properties.�


To ensure economic recovery of the affected community at large.�


To repair, restore, or replace eligible facilities based on predisaster conditions and current codes and standards.�


To promote mitigation measures.

Work must be required as the result of a declared disaster.�


Work must be located within the designated disaster area.�


Applicant is legally responsible for the property.�


No other Federal agency has specific authority to complete the work.

Record keeping is vital to full �reimbursement.�


Records should include:�


Costs by each DSR for approved work.


Required State forms used to organize and summarize.


All original documentation required for audit or program review such as:


Time cards, payroll register, material invoices, ads for bids, bids, contracts, invoices, canceled checks.
