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Course Description:

This course will examine the concepts of writing in an emergency operating plan and the elements necessary for inclusion in the plan (all-risk hazard planning).  Students will begin with the process for identifying local hazards.  Using groups they will analyze their hazard assessments and write a basic plan.  The groups will present their plans to the group for critique.  Actual emergency operating plans will be used to illustrate the planning requirements and results.

1. To provide insight into local hazard analysis

2. To illustrate the process of assessing existing local response capabilities and weaknesses

3. To demonstrate the planning process with assistance from agencies with responsibilities for emergency response

4. To provide an understanding of what items need to be included in a plan and how to include them

5. To illustrate the formats for writing a basic plan and appropriate annexes

6. To provide an understanding of how to evaluate a plan for completeness

7. To provide information on the relationship between local plans and the state/federal plans
