COURSE SYLLABUS

REQUIRED TEXTS: 

Emergency Management: Principles and Practice for Local Government (ICMA, 1991).    Haddow & Bullock:  Introduction to Emergency Management (Butterworth-Heinemann, 2003);  FEMA IS-230: Principles of Emergency Management.  The instructor may also provide other supplemental reading materials. NOTE: the ICMA and Haddow and Bullock books will be used in subsequent courses in this program as well.

COURSE GOALS: This course introduces students to the field of emergency management.  Students will be exposed to the terminology and definitions used in emergency and disaster management.  Students will examine legal requirements, responsibilities, and laws pertaining to emergency management.  Students will develop an understanding of the procedures and requirements in emergency management including identification of hazards and response capabilities, both governmental and private sector.  An introduction to the incident command system is included.

COURSE FORMAT: The course makes extensive use of lecture and discussion.  Contemporary videos and handouts may also be used to supplement the text and discussions.  Additional reading material or activities may be assigned at the discretion of the instructor.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS

EXAMS AND QUIZZES: There will be two exams – a midterm and final. The format for these exams will be short answer.  Quizzes may be used.  Quizzes may not be made up if they are missed.

ASSIGNMENTS:  Students will be informed of reading assignments and are expected to have read the assignments prior to the class sessions where they will be discussed.  In addition, other assignments may be made to supplement the reading and class discussions.
