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NONVERBAL CUES


1. Interviewer looks at her watch.  
You wish I’d stop talking.  You’re thinking about what you’re doing later.

2. Interviewer gazes out the window for a few seconds.  
You’re daydreaming and not listening to me.  Why should I bother?

3. Interviewer yawns.
You’re bored with what I’m saying.

4. Interviewer leans forward and maintains eye contact.
You must be interested in what I have to say.

5. Interviewer makes brief notes.
You must want to remember what I’m saying.

6. Interviewer laughs or smiles appropriately.
You must be listening and understanding what I’m saying or you would not have caught the humor in my remark.

7. Interviewer makes lengthy notes on paper.
How can you listen to me and write all that at the same time?

8. Interviewer drums pencil on table.
You are impatient.  You obviously want me to go.
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
