The Disaster


A flood damaged many homes and businesses in Milwaukee, Wisconsin.  On January 1, 1999, the President of the United States declared Milwaukee a disaster area.  It was assigned declaration number 1234.





The Disaster Field Office


A Disaster Field Office (DFO) is being set up and shall open on January 2, 1999.  It is located at 111 Security Boulevard, Milwaukee.  The DFO is expected to be in operation for at least 6 months, maybe as long as 1 year.





The Need


Drinking water is required for the DFO staff.  During the first 2 months, there could be at least 500 people per day in the DFO in a 24-hour period.  Thereafter, �it is anticipated that there will be at least 200 people per day in the DFO in a �16-hour period.





There should be at least one water dispenser per 80 people.  Seven (7) dispensers can be leased monthly for a total cost of $105 and $490 a month for 70 5-gallon bottles of water.  This is for the first 2 months; thereafter, the cost will be a total of $51 per month for 3 dispensers and $245 for 35 5-gallon bottles of water.  The water and dispensers must be set up and ready when the DFO staff begins work on January 2, 1999.





The Assignment


Your name is I.M. Blue, and today’s date is January 1, 1999.  As the Project Officer, you must initiate the requisition for drinking water.  You have identified the 21 characters of the funding code to be 1997-06-1234-DR-2000-2593-D.
