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Dr. Wenger’s research centers on natural, technological and human-induced hazards and disasters.  He has studied disasters for 37 years and produced numerous books, research monographs, articles, and papers on such topics as organizational and community preparedness and response to disaster, mass media and disasters, community recovery from disasters, search and rescue and the delivery of emergency medical care, disaster subcultures, disaster myths and emergency planning.

At NSF Dr. Wenger serves as the foundation’s representative to the Roundtable on Disasters of the National Academy of Science.  He also represents NSF on the International Working Group of the Subcommittee on Disaster Reduction and on the parent Subcommittee on Disasters.
