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The mission of the Integrative Center for Homeland Security (ICHS) is to explore the entire range of homeland security activities, identify educational, research, and outreach needs, and help match them against the many world class capabilities of the Texas A&M University System.  Components and examples of this mission include:

· A comprehensive web based annotated bibliography addressing all aspects of homeland security, constantly updated by a team of 4 Research Assistants (http://homelandsecurity.tamu.edu/framework )

· Multiple independent student research projects ranging from the undergraduate to the doctoral level
· Multiple national grant programs addressed by interdisciplinary teams from across the University.

· Education: 
· The Bush School Homeland Security certificate comprises 15 hours of graduate study from 7 courses offered, with 3 additional courses under development for next year
· Other departments working homeland security educational projects include Agriculture, Architecture, Civil Engineering, Computer Engineering, Electrical Engineering, Petroleum Engineering, Geography, GIS, Medicine, Port/Maritime, Rural Public Health, Political Science

· Workshops (Business, State and Local Government, Program Assessment)
· Federal, State, Local, Business and Academic presentations and cooperation
