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Dr. Stanley B. Supinski is an independent homeland security and defense education consultant.  He conducts program development and management for a number of organizations and educational institutions, to include Battelle Memorial Institute, the US Naval Postgraduate School (NPS), and teaches graduate level courses for NPS, the University of Massachusetts, and the University of Denver.  He is also formerly the Deputy for Training and Education for the North American Aerospace Defense Command and US Northern Command, where he founded and formerly directed the Homeland Security/Defense Education Consortium (HSDEC), a network of over 170 federal, military and civilian educational institutions.  

Stan will be presenting information on the NPS University and Agency Partnership Initiative, which has been established to support educational program development.  The Initiative offers complete access to the NPS academic program curricula, library, and associated material, and seeks to promote partnership and collaboration for academic and operational homeland security entities.  He hopes to ensure conference attendees are aware of this effort and to encourage participation.
