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Lloyd Burton is a professor of law and public policy at the Graduate School of Public Affairs, University of Colorado at Denver.  There he directs the MPA program concentration in Emergency Management and Homeland Security, and advises the school's dual degree program with the CU School of Law. 

Most of his current research focuses on the interface between environmental law and policy and disaster management law and policy; and on the role of law in both aiding and impeding intergovernmental and interagency cooperation in disaster management.

Professor Burton serves on the Denver Board of Environmental Health, and is former chair of a gubernatorial commission overseeing cleanup of Colorado's largest municipal Superfund site.  

He holds the Ph.D. in Jurisprudence and Social Policy (a teaching rather than a practicing law degree) from the School of Law (Boalt Hall), University of California Berkeley.  His 1994 sabbatical was spent as a Fulbright Fellow at the University of Auckland, New Zealand; and his more recent one in Thailand.  In both, he has focused on the role of culture and cultural difference in making and implementing environmental policy.
From 1965 to 1967 he served as a U.S. Navy Hospital Corpsman, including service with the Third Marine Division Ground Forces in the Republic of Vietnam.  Later he taught emergency field medical care and mass casualty management at the Navy Hospital Corps School in San Diego, California.
