Student must be enrolled in a collegiate Emergency Management program listed in the Emergency Management section of "The College List" on the FEMA EM HiEd Project website --   http://training.fema.gov/EMIWeb/edu/collegelist/ 
 
· Student should have the recommendation of a faculty member or department chair 
· Students must be at least 18 years of age. 
· Student volunteers must pay own transportation to and from the conference.   
· Student volunteers will receive from the Higher Education Project a meal ticket for the week and a no-cost, on-campus dorm room  
· Student should be capable of taking good detailed notes 
· Student will need to prepare a comprehensive report based on notes from the assigned breakout session.  These reports will be posted to the Higher Education Project website Conference Proceedings. 
· Student will be contacted by the Student Volunteer Coordinator for assigned break out session and to collect final report .  
· In the event we do not have enough student volunteers students may be asked to participate in a second session.   
· Student must be U.S.  citizen.
