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Dr. Teresa Hall is Department Head of the Engineering Technology and Management Department at South Dakota State University (SDSU) in Brookings, SD.  SDSU is the state Land Grant institution and the largest university in South Dakota at 11,000 students.  The ETM department is home to five undergraduate bachelor of science programs and one graduate program:  Construction Management, Electronics Engineering Technology, Industrial Management, Manufacturing Engineering Technology, Safety Management and the masters degree in Industrial Management.  The Safety Management program has been in existence for four years but has struggled to find its niche market.  Preliminary market analysis indicates Safety and Emergency Management, particularly if delivered via distance or some hybrid method would be more amenable to the needs of the state of South Dakota.

Dr. Hall has been an OSHA Outreach Trainer under 1910 General Industry and has an extensive industry experience base, particularly in maintenance, supply chain management, and project management.  Her work in industry also included a stint on the Fire Brigade for multi-plant facilities protection for Deere Waterloo Works.
