Lonnie Inzer is a retired Fire Captain with twenty years in the fire service. He also has contributed nineteen years to higher education as an adjunct instructor, professor and program administrator; with the last nine coordinating the Homeland Security Emergency Management and Fire Science Technology programs at Pikes Peak Community College. The Homeland Security Emergency Management degree is two years old and offered completely online. The objective is to grow the Homeland Security Emergency Management degree in the same way the Fire Science degree has developed. The Fire Science degree is the number one graduating fire protection degree in the U.S. (U.S. Dept. of Education). The Homeland Security Emergency Management is a broad foundational degree using emergency management as the underpinning for homeland security courses. The goal of this degree is first to provide degree credentials in HSEM for a person already in a career field (fire, police, emergency management, homeland security, military, business, industry and manufacturing); perhaps a person already with a bachelor degree. The second goal is to provide a foundational degree for the currently non-career person who will then transfer to a bachelor program. The best format for our courses is online so as to broadly meet the time and location requirements of the mostly non-traditional student this program attracts. Current enrollments are small, but we have attracted military, TSA employees and persons developing credentials to enhance their careers. We have students taking our courses from Iraq, around the U.S. and the Pikes Peak Region. PPCC is well-placed in a community with Fort Carson, the Air Force Academy, Peterson Air Force Base (housing Northern Command), Cheyenne Mountain Air Force Base (housing NORAD) and the U.S. Olympic Training Center.
