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Dr. Gerald E. Galloway, Jr., is a Glenn L. Martin Institute Professor of Engineering and an affiliate professor of Public Policy at the University of Maryland, College Park. He is also a Visiting Scholar at the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers’ Institute for Water Resources. A civil engineer, public administrator, and geographer, Dr. Galloway has served as a water resources and flood mitigation consultant to a variety of national and international government and business organizations, is a member of the Coastal Louisiana Protection and Recovery Science and Engineering Review Team, and recently chaired an Interagency Levee Policy Review Team for the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) and an independent review panel examining flood challenges in California’s Central Valley. He was a principal investigator for FEMA in the 2006 study of the adequacy of the National Flood Insurance Program’s 1% flood standard.
Dr. Galloway has served as a Presidential appointee to the Mississippi River Commission and the American Heritage Rivers Advisory Committee and, in 1994, he was assigned to the White House to lead a committee in assessing the causes of the 1993 Mississippi River flood. During a 38-year career in the military, he served in various command and staff assignments in Germany, Southeast Asia, and the United States, retiring in 1995 as a brigadier general. Prior to the University of Maryland, he was vice president for Geospatial Strategies, ES3 Sector of the Titan Corporation. From 1998–2003, Dr. Galloway served as secretary of the U.S. Section of the International Joint Commission, Washington, DC, an independent bi-national organization charged with preventing and resolving transboundary air and water quality issue disputes between the United States and Canada. He has testified before committees of the U.S. Congress and State legislatures; appeared on national television and radio; and has spoken to numerous organizations in the United States and abroad. He has lectured and written extensively on the management of water resources and public involvement in water resources decisionmaking.
Dr. Galloway is an Honorary Diplomate of the American Academy of Water Resources Engineering; a Distinguished Member and Fellow of the American Society of Civil Engineers (ASCE); a Fellow of the Society of American Military Engineers (SAME); and a member of the Association of American Geographers. In 2007, he served as president of the American Water Resources Association. Dr. Galloway is a member of the Board of Trustees of the Natural Heritage Institute and of LakeNet. He is a member of the board of the Great Lakes Observation System Regional Association. He has served on eight committees of the National Research Council and was a member of its Water Science and Technology Board.

In 1991, Dr. Galloway was presented the SAME Bliss Medal for contributions to engineering education and, in 1995, the Silver DeFleury Medal by the Army Engineer Association. In 1998, he was given the Association of State Flood Managers’ Goddard-White Award. In 2001, the ASCE named him the Civil Government Engineer of the Year. In 2002, ASCE presented him the Presidents’ Award for service to the country. In 2004, Dr. Galloway received the U.S. Geological Survey’s John Wesley Powell Award, the Golden Eagle Award from the SAME Academy of Fellows, and the Julian Hinds Award from the Environmental and Water Resources Institute of ASCE. He is a member of Phi Kappa Pi national academic honor society as well as the National Academy of Engineering.

Dr. Galloway is a graduate of the Military Academy and holds master’s degrees from Princeton and Pennsylvania State Universities, and the U.S. Army Command and General Staff College. He also holds a doctorate in geography from the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill.
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
