Ms. Miller is the coordinator for the UTD CERT teams and has the first university CERT team recognized in the State of Texas.

Ms. Miller holds a bachelor’s degree in emergency management from Empire State College and is pursuing a master’s degree in emergency administration and management at Arkansas Tech University. She is a Texas Certified Mediator.
