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Dr. Kris Wernstedt is an Associate Professor of Urban Affairs and Planning at Virginia Tech’s National Capitol Region campus in Alexandria. Prior to coming to Virginia Tech in August 2006, he spent 15 years as a Fellow at Resources for the Future, a non-profit organization in Washington, DC, that conducts research and policy analysis on environmental quality and natural resources.
Dr. Wernstedt studies a variety of issues in environmental planning, management, and policy, with topical emphases on contaminated properties, water resources, and climate change and variability.
