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Dr. Joanne Stone Wyman joined the Board of Directors of SOLE–The International Society of Logistics in 2005 as the 501(c)(3) society’s first Director, Humanitarian and Disaster Relief (H&DR) Logistics Application Division. In that capacity, she wrote the Division’s charter, defining its mission, goals, and objectives. Since then, Dr. Wyman has been instrumental in establishing and expanding significant relationships between SOLE and academia, the Department of Defense, and numerous other Federal, State, and local agencies. She served as the H&DR Track chair for SOLE 2006 and 2007 (SOLE’s annual international symposium), is a member of the SOLE 2008 steering committee, and has begun planning for SOLE 2009 (Logistics and Global Security) and 2010 (Logistics and Sustainability).
