25.2
Discuss issues raised during presentation of midterm papers.

Scope:

Session 25 is designed to allow the students to reflect upon the knowledge they have gained during the Coastal Hazards Management course thus far, and to compose an essay that summarizes this knowledge. This session will also involve class discussion of some of the issues raised in student papers.

Readings:
Students should review the readings of all past sessions to compose their midterm papers.

General Requirements:

The students will come to class prepared to give a short synopsis of their papers and discuss the issues raised. The Instructor may wish to make available a whiteboard, flip charts, overhead projector, or other means to organize the discussion.

The Instructor may choose to use the papers due at this class session as a mid-term grade. 

Objective 25.1

Present student midterm papers.

Requirements:

The students will come to class prepared to give a short synopsis of their papers. The Instructor may wish to record major points or issues raised on a whiteboard, flip chart, or overhead projector as the students make their presentations. Time allotted for each presentation will depend upon the number of students participating.

Remarks:

The papers assigned for this session will serve the purpose of a midterm take-home exam, so the students should cover all of the topics discussed in the course thus far as completely and accurately as possible. In writing the paper, the students may rely on the reading materials assigned for Sessions 1 – 24, notes taken during class lectures and discussions, and other materials the Instructor may wish to make available. However, this is not intended as a research paper, and other sources of information should not be used. The students should give a thorough and well-defined summary of the topics covered in the syllabus, and are to include their personal reflections on the material as well. 

The Instructor should look for papers that are well organized, thorough, and referenced appropriately and accurately. Attention to detail in the form of examples is expected, however, the students should also be able to provide a larger perspective of coastal hazards management issues in general. Students should refer to the list of “Recurring Themes” that was introduced at the beginning of the course, and explain how the themes have been manifested in the sessions covered. 

Objective 25.2

Discuss issues raised during presentation of midterm papers.

Requirements:

The Instructor may wish to use the major points recorded during Objective 25.1 to organize the discussion.

Remarks:

The students shall discuss the issues raised during Objective 25.1 in the fashion of a seminar.
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
