After completion of the General Education requirements, students may elect to take courses providing them with an emphasis in area, such as Homeland Security or Public Security.   All of the Areas of Emphasis are also available as stand alone certificates requiring only the six PSM courses from each area and being easily completed in two semesters.  The Homeland Security courses (PSM 104, 130, 131, 132, 133, and 134) are all available on-line.
