Cincinnati State Technical and Community College 

Several courses are offered, such as: Emergency Planning and Hazardous Materials Management.  The college offers all levels of HAZMAT/HAZWOPER training: Awareness (4-hours) to Incident Command/Specialist (40-hours).  Annual refreshers and design drills/exercises are also conducted.  All training courses have been given college credit hour certification.  A new training center, classrooms, lab, and drill area is used for chemical and radiation safety topics.  The college is currently designing an advanced HAZMAT course that provides introduction into military grade chemical weapons and basic detection capabilities for Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD) training.  Cincinnati State is in the process of expanding their programs to include: 3-day Advanced HazMat Technician Course; 2-day Chemistry for the Non Chemist; a Two Year Associate Degree Fire Science Program; and a Basic Emergency Rescue Technician (BERT) Program for Urban Search & Rescue which consists of 19 credit hours/209 contact hours/9 modules, including 2/3 hands on field training sessions with topics covering rope rescue to water rescue to trench rescue.
