The State of Indiana's Public Safety Training Institute (PSTI)  provides training and certification for six areas of public safety education (emergency management, EMS, fire, hazardous materials /environmental management, search and rescue, and building codes).  Currently, 70% of PSTI's students are fire and EMS personnel, with 85% of those students from volunteer departments.  PSTI coordinates all FEMA/EMI non-resident training activities throughout Indiana.  FEMA/EMI courses are usually conducted in communities by PSTI contract instructors.  PSTI is putting together a program wherein State universities will give college credits for applicable PSTI classes; eventually, Indiana public safety practitioners could earn an Associate's and/or a Bachelor's Degree through enrollment in a participating college or university.
