University of New Orleans – Planning for Hazards Course 

The University of New Orleans, College of Urban Planning and Affairs, offers an Planning for Hazards course as an elective in the Masters in Public Administration/Master of Urban and Regional Planning/Masters in Urban Studies programs. The Planning for Hazards course is available to students once a year. This course focuses on the evolution of U.S. disaster policy and the practice of emergency management, with particular attention to the roles of local governments and nonprofit agencies in disaster management. The course examines the major policy issues, including the utility of the “all-hazard” or comprehensive model of emergency management, the role of the military in disaster operations, state and local capacity building, and the design and implementation of hazard mitigation policies and programs.  Lessons are drawn from the special problems presented by hazards ranging from critical infrastructure protection to biological terrorism.  All students are required to monitor the International Association of Emergency Managers Electronic Discussion List.
