Oklahoma State University-Master of Science in Fire and Emergency Management Administration 

Born in the Summer of 1997, the Master of Science in Fire and Emergency Management Administration is designed “to provide a sound educational foundation for those who are currently serving or aspire to serve as managers or administrators in a fire protection or emergency services capacity.”    The degree requires 39 hours of graduate credit. Core course requirements constitute 27 hours. A 3 to 6 hour Practicum involves the completion of a comprehensive Program Design Exercise and may include an Internship. The remaining 6 to 9 hours may be taken as electives in disciplines that offer courses relevant to fire services and emergency management and students’ career goals. The capstone of the program is an Assessment Center in which students must demonstrate academic, management, and technical competencies. With departmental approval up to 15 hours of graduate credit can be transferred into the program.  The FEMP program recognizes the Executive Officer Program through the National Fire Academy and will allow six hours of elective credit to be fulfilled by completion of this certification. 

Admittance to the Fire and Emergency Management Administration program is exclusive and specialized in that students must hold an undergraduate degree in fire or emergency management-related discipline, have significant practical work experience in fire or emergency management, or take fire and emergency management coursework for admission to the program.  Those who meet the requirements with a BA degree and overall 3.0 grade point average or better will be admitted. Those with less than 3.0 may be considered on a conditional or probationary basis.  Courses in Public Management, Fire and Emergency Services Administration, Program Evaluation, Budgeting, Personnel Administration, and Environmental Risk Analysis are some of the many courses that are offered in the program.  Courses are made available through a short, one week-intensive class format on the campus of OSU in Summer Institutes.  Various distance-learning mechanisms are available for some courses (e.g., two courses are offered as directed readings courses, two through mailed video, and we are busy putting several courses on-line).
Oklahoma State University is accredited by the Higher Learning Commission, a Commission of the North Central Association.
