Indiana University Kokomo is offering a Homeland Security/Emergency Management Certificate.  The program is designed for traditional and non-traditional students as well as professional practitioners seeking to develop academic credentials related to employment or desired employment requirements.  Students will through writing assignments and class participation demonstrate competence in assessing the impact of recent public policy initiatives on combating domestic and international terrorism, critique the response of the Federal Emergency Management Agency to a recent natural disaster, evaluate the impact of homeland security measures on the daily lives of U.S. citizens and examine and synthesize a body of research on topics related to homeland security.  Students earning the Homeland Security/Emergency Management Certificate program must complete 15 credit hours of coursework.  
Homeland Security/Emergency Management in Certificate requires courses:

Principles and Practices in Homeland Security (3 credits) 

Foundations of Homeland Security (3 credits) 

Terrorism and Public Policy (3 credits) 

Introduction to Emergency Management (3 credits) 

Public Administration and Emergency Management (3 credits) 
The Homeland Security/Emergency Management in Certificate can be used as a stand-alone certificate or can be completed as part of a number of degree program at Indiana University Kokomo.  Students can complete the certificate program in the Indiana University Kokomo ACCELerated Evening College in the hybrid course format.
