*Prerequisite: PAD 6600 Introduction to Homeland Defense or permission of instructor 

INFS 682 Protection of Critical Infrastructures (3 credits) 
*Prerequisite: Knowledge of information systems and network security recommended 

PSC 598 Understanding the Threat (3 credits) 

*Prerequisite: An undergraduate course in psychology is recommended 
Total 12 credits required to complete the HS/HD Graduate Certificate Program.
