Rivier College – Online Certificate in Homeland Security/Emergency and Disaster Management
Rivier College is offering an online Certificate in Homeland Security/Emergency and Disaster Management (HSEDM) program.  The Certificate is designed for individuals who may be involved in terrorist or natural disasters and emergency situations.  These individuals may be professionals and government officials from fire safety, law enforcement, health care, education, and the private sector, as well as volunteers.  
The HSEDM certificate requires five online courses taken in an eight-week format.  Four of the courses will concentrate on issues related to emergency preparedness before, during, and after a disaster or emergency, including a communication component.  In addition, students will elect one specialty course that examines either health related issues during a disaster – medical, psychological, and social, or techniques for providing emergency management and disaster education and training to others.  

Students are required to complete 15 credits to earn the Certificate in Homeland Security/Emergency and Disaster Management and credits may be applied to other degree programs at Rivier College.  

COMPETENCIES

Those who complete the HSEDM certificate should be able to:

• Explain the evolution of terrorism and its causes

• Describe the use of weapons of mass destruction by terrorists

• Explain and identify effective countermeasures against terrorism and

weapons of mass destruction

• Describe and explain homeland security and emergency management using

a strategic viewpoint

• Prepare for, prevent, investigate, manage, and assist before, during, and after

terrorist, manmade, and natural disasters in accordance with the National

Incident Management System (NIMS) and Incident Command System (ICS)

• Creatively problem-solve in a disaster or emergency situation while

participating in a team approach based on NIMS and ICS

• Communicate efficiently and effectively through written, oral, and other

communications before, during, or after a disaster or emergency

• Explain the role of the media in homeland security and emergency

management

• Identify the multiple disciplines, processes, and roles involved in homeland

security and emergency management

• Work collaboratively and effectively with all players involved in a disaster or

emergency, whether first responders, government officials, the military,

intelligence agencies, those from the private sector, or volunteers

• Explain the integration of national, state, and local homeland security and

emergency management strategies to effectively utilize all of the players

before, during, and after an emergency or disaster

• Recognize medical, physical, and psychological symptoms and effectively

respond to them

• Train others in emergency preparedness and disaster relief
Certificate in Homeland Security/Emergency and Disaster Management Curriculum

Students are required to take four three-credit courses: 

EM 190 – Introduction to Homeland Security and Emergency and Disaster Management 

EM 220 – Pre-Emergency Planning, Operations, and Management 

EM 225 – Communications and Public Information 

EM 350 – Damage Assessment and Recovery 

Students must elect one of the following three-credit courses:

EM 360 – Emergency Risks: Medical, Psychological, and Social Impacts and Issues

EM 361 – Teaching and Training Emergency Management
