The University of South Florida is offering a Graduate Certificate in Homeland Security on the Tampa campus and via internet.  The Graduate Certificate in Homeland Security prepares local, state and federal Homeland Security leaders to: develop strategies, plans and programs; develop organizational arrangements including civil-military, local/state/federal, and interagency cooperation; and to make sound leadership decisions regarding HS related policy, priority, scientific advancements and resources.  

Courses offered at or above the 6000 level may be applied, upon approval toward a master’s or Ph.D program.  The Graduate Certificate in Homeland Security may be used as a stand-alone professional certificate or credit applied, with departmental approval, to the proposed master degree program in Homeland Security.  Students must complete 15 credit hours to complete the Graduate Certificate in Homeland Security.  Up to 12 credit hours (or 4 courses) of the certificate coursework at or above the 6000 level may be applied to a graduate degree with departmental approval.
