Park University, Hauptmann School for Public Affairs – Disaster and Emergency Management Concentration within the Master of Public Affairs Degree

Park University’s Hauptmann School for Public Affairs offers the Master of Public Affairs Degree with the Disaster and Emergency Management primary area.  The MPA degree is a cross-sector degree, designed to develop leadership across sectors of society.  The Disaster and Emergency Management Concentration provides preparation for entering into or advancing within the broad field of disaster and emergency management.  This program of study is comprehensive in its approach and includes policy development, disaster management, hazard mitigation, continuity and recovery of government, and vulnerability reduction.  
Courses/areas of study/skills include: Master of Public Affairs core curriculum, plus course in Public Policy and Disaster: Global Hazard Reduction; Technology, Accidents, and Organizations; and Planning for Emergencies and Disasters.  

This degree program is offered in an on-line format.

PA 585 Natural Hazards and the Urban Environment 

PA 586 Planning for Emergencies and Disasters

PA 587 Government Response to Terrorism 

A total of 17 credit hours are necessary to satisfy credit requirements for the Disaster and Emergency Management Concentration.  An additional 19 credit hours in the MPA curriculum, including a secondary area of concentration, and comprehensive examinations will complete the degree.  

A 14 credit hour Graduate Certificate in Disaster and Emergency Management is also available for those who wish to augment their current degrees without pursuing the MPA degree.

Park University is granted accreditation by the Higher Learning Commission of the North Central Association of Colleges and Schools.
