All undergraduate students select a minor in Emergency Management, Business Continuity or Homeland Defense. This will give you the opportunity to specialize in either public or private sector program management. Each minor is 18 semester hours.

We do not require an entrance exam score, such as the SAT. Students seeking admission to the Bachelor of Applied Studies in Emergency Management program must have the following:

-Have official transcripts from all colleges and/or universities forwarded directly to the School of Continuing Studies.

-If you have not previously attempted any college or university-level coursework, you must have your high school or GED equivalency transcript forwarded directly to the School of Continuing Studies.

-Have official TOEFL scores sent (when applicable).
