University of Wisconsin-Green Bay:  Bachelors of Arts or Bachelor of Applied Studies degrees in Interdisciplinary Studies with an Area of Emphasis in Emergency Management
The University of Wisconsin-Green Bay offers two Bachelor’s degrees in Interdisciplinary Studies with an Area of Emphasis in Emergency Management. The two degree options include a Bachelor of Arts as well as a Bachelor of Applied Studies specifically for transfer students holding an applied associate’s degree from a regionally accredited community or technical college. This program focuses on the life cycle of an emergency. Coursework in budgeting, mitigation, planning, response, and recovery from natural and man-made disasters are studied. Students will come away with good critical thinking skills and an in-depth, big picture understanding of the complexity of disasters, whether caused by nature or man. This program is designed to prepare students for management positions in agencies that provide varied emergency management related services.  

This program uses a working adult model for class offerings. Classes are offered on Saturdays, usually one Saturday per month, with classes generally meeting 3-4 times throughout the semester, both at UW-Green Bay and at Fox Valley Technical College in Appleton, WI. Classes specific to the Emergency Management Area of Emphasis are offered on Friday evenings and all day Saturday, on three weekends throughout the semester. Fifty percent of our courses are online, allowing students from all over Wisconsin to earn their degree.
