Arizona State University - Bachelor of Applied Science Degree in Emergency Management 

Beginning in the fall of 1998, Arizona State University’s Polytechnic campus began offering a Bachelor of Applied Science (B.A.S.) degree in Emergency Management.  The program prepares graduates for a challenging career as a professional emergency manager.  It is designed for students who have their Associate of Applied Science (AAS) degree from a regionally accredited community college.  With the AAS, a block transfer of 60 units is granted toward the Bachelor degree with a requirement for only an additional 60 hours of upper division credit for degree completion.  Of these 60 hours, 20 are in the area of Emergency Management concentration.  These classes include: 

Environmental Management; 
Introduction to Emergency Management; 
Managing Natural and Technological Disasters; 
Computer Applications in Emergency Management; 
Toxicology and Biohazards for Emergency Managers; 
Incident Command System and Emergency Operations Center Management; 
Technical Capstone Course. 

In addition to the B.A.S., a Master of Science in Technology is offered with an emphasis in Emergency Management.  This degree bridges emergency management concerns for life, property, and the environment.  The program consists of a total of 33 hours, six of which are research and/or thesis.  An applied project option is available in lieu of the thesis.  The additional 27 hours include the following classes: 

Environmental Laws and Regulations; 
Chemistry of Hazardous Materials; 
Principles of Toxicology; 
Industrial Hygiene; 
Comprehensive Emergency Management; 
Risk Analysis and Hazard Mitigation; 
Information Technology in Emergency Management; 
Terrorism, WMD, and Contemporary Challenges. 

ASU Polytechnic is the third and newest campus of Arizona State University, the fourth largest university in the United States.  Located on more than 600 acres on the site of a refurbished Air Force base in Mesa, East campus is 22 miles from ASU Main campus in Tempe and is served by a campus bus system.  Student housing, including rental houses, is available on the East campus.   
Arizona State University is accredited by the North Central Association of Colleges and Schools and the National Association of Industrial Technology.
