Western Carolina University is offering an online Bachelor of Science Degree in Emergency Management.  The online Bachelor of Science Degree in Emergency Management provides an opportunity for individuals to advance professionally and academic through part-time study.  The program will be cohort-based, with each cohort strictly limited to a maximum of 30 students.  One new cohort will begin each January and proceed through a series of 12 three-credit courses, each 7-1/2 weeks in length, back to back, over a two-year period of time.   The online program includes all courses in Emergency Management necessary to obtain a degree.  Students are required to complete Liberal Studies requirements and will be required to complete 120 credit hours to earn a degree.  Two courses are offered each semester, with a total of 48 credits required.
