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The PhD Program in Public Administration and Management at the University of North Texas offers a concentration in emergency management for graduate students interested in this important, interdisciplinary and complex research area.

The mission of the Ph.D. program in Public Administration and Management is to prepare scholars who are dedicated to creating and disseminating new knowledge and to advancing the study and practice of public administration.  The program is designed primarily for those interested in scholarly careers as researchers and teachers. The Ph.D. program emphasizes research and theory in the field to enable its graduates to become effective teachers and contribute to the development and dissemination of public administration and emergency management knowledge. The degree program also prepares graduates to pursue other careers and function effectively as consultants, policy analysts or managers in other organizations. Students interested in disasters and emergency management may choose from a wide range of electives in the emergency management track including Emergency Management Theory and Practice, Disaster Research Methods, Crisis Management, Disaster Preparedness and Management, Environmental Planning and Hazards, Technological Hazards, Challenges of Disaster Response, and Homeland Security.

Faculty members teaching in the PhD program have expertise in disaster preparedness, international disasters, organizational resilience, environmental issues in disasters, land use planning, response coordination, vulnerability reduction, terrorism, and land use planning.  The curriculum emphasizes preparation for leadership roles in public and nonprofit organizations. Graduates of the program hold a number of leadership roles with FEMA, the American Red Cross, and local disaster agencies. 

In addition to the PhD program, the Department of Public Administration houses the MPA Program (ranked 10th in local government management) as well as the nation’s first undergraduate baccalaureate program in emergency administration and planning.  

The University of North Texas is granted accreditation by the Commission on Colleges of the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools to award bachelors, masters and doctoral degrees.
