
Lamar Institute of Technology - Six Certificates In Homeland Security 

Lamar Institute of Technology is offering 6 work force training certificates covering 60 separate courses in homeland security.  The courses are delivered in 8-hour blocks held primarily on Saturdays and carry professional education credit for law enforcement, private security and other personnel.  Students will earn continuing education units that may eventually be transferred to homeland security academic programs at Lamar Institute of Technology.   

Certificate Programs are: 

• Understanding and Combating Terrorism 
• Investigating, Preventing and Surviving Terrorism for Law Enforcement 
• Homeland Security Intelligence Operations for Law Enforcement 
• Weapons of Mass Destruction: Anticipation, Preparation and Prevention for Law Enforcement and First Responders 
• Emergency Management 
• General Certificate in Homeland Security 

To obtain a Certificate of Completion in a Homeland Security Program students must complete nine of the twelve courses in an approved Homeland Security certificate plan and make application for certificate of completion.   

Lamar Institute of Technology (LIT) is a member of the Texas State University System and is accredited by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools Commission.  LIT is the first college in Texas to receive approval from the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board to offer continuing education certificates in Homeland Security.
