Harvard School of Public Health, MIT & Tufts University 

The Harvard School of Public Health, Massachusetts Institute of Technology and the Gerald J. and Dorothy R. Friedman School of Nutrition Science and Policy at Tufts University have formed a partnership to provide a comprehensive curriculum in humanitarian studies.  The program is designed for graduate students seeking an education in the evolving and multidisciplinary field of humanitarian studies.  Students in the program are able to pursue either a one-year or two-year master’s degree at one of the partnering institutions and incorporate the Initiative requirements into their respective program of study.  An integral and required element of the program is the completion of a supervised, three-month field placement in which students gain practical experience in humanitarian response.   

Students enrolled in select master’s degree programs at one of the three partnering institutions are eligible for consideration in this program.   

Admission to the program is limited.  Preference is given to students with background or experience in one or more of the following areas: 

· International development 
· Overseas response to disasters and humanitarian crisis 
· Related issues of international policy, management or planning 

Students need to fulfill the following five program requirements in their one-year or two- year course of study: 

· Take one CORE course in complex humanitarian emergencies, offered at either Tufts or Harvard School of Public Health. 
· Take a yearlong seminar on field practice issues, taught jointly by faculty from all three universities 
· Take one of three additional CORE courses, offered at Tufts or the Harvard School of Public Health. 
· Take two additional courses from a list of pre-selected, elective courses at any of the three universities. 
· Fulfill at least one of the above requirements with a course NOT taught at their home institution.   

An integral and required component of this program is the three-month summer field placement.  The field placements give students the opportunity to gain practical experience in a supervised environment.
