Metropolitan College of New York - Proposed Master of Public Administration Degree in Homeland Security 

The Metropolitan College of New York has proposed a Master of Public Administration degree in Homeland Security.  The one-year program will consist of three semesters of fifteen credits each necessary to complete the required 45 credits to earn the master’s degree.   

Each semester will focus on a specific area of study relevant to the completion of the equivalent of a master’s thesis.  The first semester’s focus will be on identifying a need the student believes could significantly improve some aspect of needs not met by current organizational security response. This identified need will become the focus and the context for the yearlong study. The second semester will challenge students to translate a researched need into a piloted project.  The essential focus here is on critical managerial decisions in the midst of a security breach.  In the third and final semester students will be asked to report their overall findings and to propose a plan for the utilization of their research in the context of a long-range plan.   

Proposed courses include:

· NSP Issues in Research and Policy Analysis 
· Values and Ethics for Administrative Decision Making 
· Critical Infrastructure: Vulnerability Analysis and Protection 
· Intelligence and Homeland Security 
· Planning & budget strategies for Homeland Security 
· Systematic Approaches to Management 
· Integrated Studies in Safeguards and Countermeasure Designs 
· Integrated Studies of the Intelligence and Counter Intelligence Communities 
· National Security Programs Architecture and Mission 
· Introduction to Civil-Military Relations 
· Planning & budget strategies for Homeland Security 
· Value Issues in Policy Planning
