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Session 27: Examination II
Time:  1 hour

Objectives:

This examination provides the opportunity for students to sum up their understanding and knowledge base of material presented in Sections IV-V of this course.  

Scope:

It is suggested that the instructor prepare an examination with several essay questions from which the student will be required to select two.  Sample questions are provided.

Examination Instructions:

· It is suggested that the following instructions be included on the examination:

This examination consists of four essay questions.  You may select any TWO of these questions.  Your answers will be evaluated on an overall basis, but the following parameters will be considered in scoring your work:

· Organization of your thoughts.

· Clarity of your expression of those thoughts.

· Accuracy of your representation of the concepts and principles used to answer each question.

Notes

· Depth of understanding of the points you have selected to make in your answers.

You will have 1 hour to complete your examination.

Be certain to include your name on your examination paper.

· Indicate to the students that individual written comments will be made on each of their essays, helping to identify strengths and weaknesses in their answers.

Sample Questions:

1.  
How do disaster managers define the term “high risk population”?  Describe at least three separate and distinct types of community groups that might be considered at high risk for the impact of a disaster.  Be broad in your scope, and give supporting rationale/examples for why your three choices fit this description.

2.  
Explain why disasters might be especially hard on young children.  Provide research-based examples to support your explanations. 

3.  
Elderly people have often been portrayed as faring worse in a disaster.  Discuss the rationale both supporting and opposing this portrayal.

4.  
Does the adage, “What’s good for business is good for the USA,” have any relevance to disasters?  Explain why disaster preparedness for business and industry can better result in a more disaster-resistant community as a whole.
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
