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Session 41: Review of Student Team Projects

Objective:
Scope:
This is the opportunity for the students to present a synthesis of their semester’s work.  They will have an opportunity to address the issues of hazards and their risk to a community, population attitudes about disasters and disaster preparedness, and the various segments that comprise a community and the synergistic impact of including them in a disaster preparedness initiative.  

The student teams will have had a chance to design their own approaches to analyzing their community vulnerabilities and getting the preparedness message out to all populations within their jurisdiction.  They will also have to include a hard look at their programs through the inclusion of an evaluation component and a description of its rationale.

Notes

Note to Instructor:
Depending on the numbers of students enrolled in this course, it might be necessary to schedule this session as a two-hour class.  Each team will need at least 10 minutes to present their work, with another 5-10 minutes available for questions/comments.  

Prior experience with this form of student presentation suggests that no more than four teams should be scheduled for a one-hour class period.
