				Explain the evaluation process. Suggested criteria: content; delivery; style; accuracy. Suggested procedure: professor evaluates each presentation as it is completed and provides written feedback, including the grade (5 points) on a 3 x 5 card to each student at the next class session.





Student Presentations


				If possible, time for questions and discussion should be permitted after each presentation.





Collect Papers


				Collect written Disaster Case Study Analyses from students after their respective oral presentation is completed.





Teaching Tip


				The student presentations of their Disaster Case Study Analysis will be enhanced greatly, if the professor will relate each to some aspect of a prior session. While listening to each, ask: “What theoretical point, policy lesson, or research method, does this case best illustrate?” Providing these linkages can be critical in communicating the value of this exercise and in fostering course integration.
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
