PREFACE








	The Instructor Guide (IG) entitled Sociology of Disaster is a resource for professors of sociology who are planning a course for undergraduate university students. The recommended topics and reading assignments are appropriate for juniors or seniors majoring in the social sciences. The theoretical and methodological emphases are consistent with courses typically offered within Departments of Sociology.





	In contrast to this IG, a related instructional resource is entitled The Social Dimensions of Disaster. This IG is appropriate for faculty teaching within a Department of Emergency Management Administration. Sociology professors who have a cross�listed course, i.e., sociology and emergency management, or who desire more of an emergency management focus, are advised to consult The Social Dimensions of Disaster. This IG also is appropriate for professors participating in an Emergency Management Certificate program.





	The Sociology of Disaster differs from other IGs distributed by the Emergency Management Institute which are self�contained teaching resources that are quite detailed and complete. In contrast, it is assumed that users of the Sociology of Disaster will review the reading assigned to students for each session. As each session module is studied, professors should consult the reading assigned to students to examine figures, tables, concepts and research study examples that are highlighted herein. Related Background Readings have been listed for all sessions to aid professors in identifying the most relevant research on each topic. It is assumed that users will customize their respective courses by deleting some of the recommended modules, expanding others, and adding new ones appropriate for their institutional context. Despite the logical sequence of the modules, some instructors may reorganize portions of the course to reflect alternative unifying themes.





	An extensive bibliography comprises an Appendix to this IG. Only items most relevant to the Sociology of Disaster that were published after 1980 were included aside from a few that were judged to have historical significance. A comprehensive bibliography of publications dated prior to 1985 is contained in Human System Responses to Disaster: An Inventory of Sociological Findings (Thomas E. Drabek. 1986. New York: Springer�Verlag).
