Scope:

This is the second of three class sessions provided for student presentations of the Community Vulnerability Assessment they conducted in the preceding three sessions.   General topics of discussion are suggested, but Sessions 27 and 28 are primarily intended for open and informal exchange of ideas as students present their findings. Session 29 engages students in critical reflection about the research process and difficulties encountered in conducting community vulnerability assessments. 

Requirements:  Briefly review session objective

Organize class time to allow ample opportunity for each student to present their findings, focusing on the research process and what students learned about vulnerability assessment rather than particulars of the case studies.

II.  Open class discussion

A. Guiding questions for class discussion following each presentation might          

         include

1. What other conclusions might be drawn from these same data?

2. What other sources of data might have been utilized? 

3. How useful are these findings likely to be? Why? 

4. Are the conclusions drawn by the researcher supported by the data?

5. Were factors increasing resilience considered as well as factors increasing social vulnerability?

6. What might emergency managers, planners, policy makers, and/or community groups learn about this community from this assessment?

B.    Students might be also be asked to collectively evaluate the community

· To community members

2. Which Social Vulnerability Assessments were more persuasive? Why?
