The Program in DHMA is three years old, interdisciplinary, and located on the Manoa campus.  It offers a15-credit of graduate certificate of completion in DMHA and will be supporting an undergraduate certificate in emergency management at the University of Hawai’i-Hilo beginning in the Fall of 2004.  The Program has a close working relationship with the Center of Excellence- Disaster Management and Humanitarian Assistance (COE-DMHA) located at Tripler Army Medical Center in Honolulu and the Pacific Disaster Center (PDC) on Maui.


Topics of interest are 1) the role and weight of conflict resolution in a balanced curriculum, especially, courses on conflict prevention design and 2) larger conceptual frameworks for integrating all types of emergency management--national and international, natural and man-made.
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
