I am sending you this note to urge you to read your acceptance letter and to follow the travel information on the website about a Thursday departure.  I also want to shape your expectations for the CERT Train-the-Trainer (TTT).  

Regarding the TTT, I have found that this term is open for interpretation.  I do not expect you to instruct portions of the class.  I do expect that you will have a basic knowledge of the fire and medical skills covered in CERT and a working knowledge of adult instructional techniques.  

You can view the CERT materials on the CERT website at http://training.fema.gov/EMIWeb/cert/ .  I also recommend that if you have the opportunity, you sit through the CERT training program.  However, since the CERT program is new to many jurisdictions, I understand if this is not possible.

During the TTT, instructors provide a basic orientation for starting and maintaining a program and cover the CERT course material.  If you have a program up and running or have attended another organization's TTT, this class may not offer you anything new other than validate what you are doing.
