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Dr. Zachlod is Director of the Leadership in Emergency and Disaster Management (LEAD) Project at Sonoma State University in Rohnert Park, California. Craig is currently working on his C.E.M. and serves as Director of Education for the International Rescue Instructors Association. Trained as a Geographer in Florida he has been involved periodically in mitigation and disaster response work since the 1960s. He lived in China and in the Middle East for several years and has been teaching intercultural communications, leadership and organizational development since the 1980s.  Particular areas of interest include the cultural dimensions of disaster response and the roots of terrorism. Dr. Zachlod is a member of International Association of Emergency Managers (IAEM) and a frequent participant and presenter at international conferences and workshops. Most recently he participated in the Boulder (Colorado) Hazards Workshop and Building a Disaster-Resistant Asia conference in Honolulu. This is his third year attending the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Institute for Higher Education in Emmitsburg, Maryland.
