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ASU has several programs in emergency management, one of which is the Bachelor of Applied Science (BAS) in Emergency Management. We also offer a Master of Science degree in Technology with an emphasis in emergency management. The BAS program requires a 2-hour internship. As an example of an internship, one student is planning a gatekeeper workshop with the Arizona Emergency Response Commission. One graduate student, for his thesis, is developing a Disaster Medical Assistance Team for central Arizona.

The exercises conducted at ASU are great examples of service learning. Dr. Peterson conducts at least two Hazmat exercises each year in which he involves the students in the planning and coordination of the exercises, and assigns them the roles of victims, evaluators, coordinators, and controllers. Dr. Peterson then showed conference attendees a short video clip on an exercise conducted in January 2003. This exercise involved local responders, a Hazmat team, the Local Emergency Planning Committee, the police department, and the State Emergency Response Commission.
