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Presentation Summary

Many instructors of EM courses continue to report the paucity of materials available to support their teaching. This presentation is designed to share one project that was initiated to help address the articulated need, but more importantly it was conducted to demonstrate how all of us can offer our expertise in a way that helps all of us. This is a pilot project. Now it will be up to each of us to step up to the proverbial plate. 

Digitized Guest Speakers. There is a great deal of expertise among those attending this conference. Why not share it all with our students? This presentation will share two mini-lectures I developed for free distribution to all interested instructors. They are now being prepared for free distribution through FEMA. In the interim they can be found, as of June 10, via the CDRE web site at http://www.millersville.edu/CDRE.

First Micro-Lecture. Approximately 10-minutes in length, we see the presenter introducing the disaster mythology, supported by photographs to illustrate fact versus fiction. The argument is also made that belief in the mythology is problematic and ultimately hurts everyone.

Second Micro-Lecture. Also approximately 10-minutes in length, the presenter demonstrates how we all come to believe in the disaster mythology and why it so insidiously controls our response to disaster. Photographs and video segments are included to demonstrate and support the argument. 
Challenge. The presenter feels very uncomfortable showing his own micro-lectures to this esteemed audience, but does so humbly as a pilot demonstration of what can be done—and probably done much better by others. The challenge thrown down now, is for each of us to draw from our own expertise to do something like this. Then provide it to FEMA for free distribution. We can all be virtual guest speakers in each others classes. The students we be the beneficiaries.
