In order to help both the community and the citizen in emergencies, this system will be applied to hazards for all four phases of emergency management and for all emergency management functions at all levels of government and public sectors.

1.Organize emergency management functions and activities using concepts and terms explained in the course and profession. 

2. Explain the all-hazard emergency management process that integrates the resources of local, State, and Federal governments and voluntary and business assets.

3. Explain the local, State, and Federal roles in emergency management.

4.Describe the elements of an integrated emergency management system.

5. Discuss the role of individuals and organizations, as well as their relationships with one another, in emergency management.
