CoMNET finds out how the National Pharmaceutical Stockpile or NPS Program stands ready for immediate deployment to any U.S. location in the event of a terrorist attack.

-  NLECTC Rocky Mountain Center:  CoMNET visits the National Law Enforcement and Correction’s Technology Center in Denver, Colorado.  NLECTC-Rocky Mountain focuses on communications interoperability and the difficulties that often occur when different agencies and jurisdictions try to communicate with one another.  CoMNET discusses how this facility works with law enforcement agencies, private industry, and national organizations to implement projects that will identify and field test new technologies to help solve the problem of interoperability.

-  U.S. Northern Command:  CoMNET visits NORTHCOM to discuss their role in homeland defense and how they aid first responders.  CoMNET explores how NORTHCOM can provide consequence management assistance, such as would occur after a terrorist event employing a weapon of mass destruction.  CoMNET will explain how NORTHCOM can provide civil support through subordinate Joint Task Forces.

Featured stories include:

-  Developing a Medical Action Plan:  CoMNET provides a lead-in to the November 19, 2003 Live Response broadcast, “Protocols for Medical Monitoring of Response Personnel”.  CoMNET explains the importance of having a medical action plan to monitor the health of first responders on the scene of a WMD incident.  In order for first responders to save lives, their own safety is a priority.  Agencies need to know how to develop a medical action plan to protect on-scene emergency responders.  After the plan is developed, they should coordinate implementation of the plan with the emergency medical manager and on-scene incident commander. 

-  Mass Fatality Management and Decontamination:  CoMNET takes a look at the Disaster Mortuary Operational Response Team (DMORT)-WMD Team, a specialized unit whose function is the decontamination of human remains and joins them for a specialized training session.  The DMORT-WMD Team is the only team of its kind and members assembled from all over the country to take part in this important event.

- Homeland Security Leadership Development Master’s Program:  The Homeland Security master’s program at the Naval Postgraduate School is the first of its kind in the United States.  CoMNET explores the fully accredited Masters Degree program, taught through a combination of brief, intensive, in-residence seminars and web-based distributed learning.  The program will provide for leadership development through curricula, that has been structured to support and compliment other Homeland Security training, education and exercise activities sponsored by the Office for Domestic Preparedness.
